5. The RECIPIENT PARTY can obtain no right, property deed or licence on the MATERIAL and the INFORMATION provided by the SENDER PARTY without prior consent negotiated with the SENDER PARTY, as set forth in the Research Contract.

6. No commercial right or licence right is granted or implied by the supply of MATERIAL to the RECIPIENT PARTY by the SENDER PARTY.

7. The MATERIAL shall not be included in a patent application or in any other industrial property deed by the RECIPIENT PARTY without prior written consent by the SENDER PARTY.

8. The RECIPIENT PARTY acknowledges the confidential nature of the MATERIAL and the INFORMATION provided by the SENDER PARTY and agrees to apply to them the obligations of confidentiality stated in the Research Contract. Moreover, the RECIPENT PARTY shall assume responsibility for having the obligations of this agreement applied with regard to any or all persons having or having had access to the MATERIAL and the INFORMATION provided by the SENDER PARTY.

9. The RECIPENT PARTY’s publications and written or oral communications shall be subject to the conditions stated in the Research Contract.
10. The exchanged MATERIAL is of an experimental nature. The SENDER PARTY gives no warranty to its use, effectiveness, non-toxicity or safety for a particular use.
